Official Rules

Players are responsible for protecting his/her own hand.
Players cards must remain in plain view for everyone to see.
Only one player per hand is allowed.
All games are table stakes.
English only while at the table.
String bets are not allowed.
Check and raise are permitted.
One bet and four raises are allowed.
No Profanity or obscene language.
Tearing, Throwing, Bending, or Crumpling the cards is not allowed.
No form of cheating or collusion, this includes team play.
No smoking or vaping will be allowed in the poker room.
Cards speak for themselves.
All guests must turn over their own cards. The dealers are not allowed to do this.
The dealer will read the hands that have been turned over by the guest.
Verbal bets are binding.
All money put into the pot even if it is not that players turn stays in the pot.
No rabbit hunting. Asking the dealer to reveal what the next community card is.
Saracen poker room will not be responsible for any chips or cash left unattended on the tables.
Zero tolerance regarding abusive language and behavior towards guest and Saracen Resort Team Members.
Cell phones and other electronic devices may be used at the poker table when not in a hand, and or allowed on the rail.
Any player, dealer or floor person who sees an error about to be made in awarding a pot has an ethical obligation to
speak up if the hand has been tabled.
23. If you cash out and return within two hours, you must buy back in for at least the amount you left with.
24. All decisions will be made in the fairness of the game. The floor decisions are final.
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The following actions are improper, and grounds for warning, suspending, or barring a violator:

e  Deliberately acting out of turn.

Deliberately splashing chips into the pot.

Agreeing to check a handout when a third player is all-in.

Reading a hand for another player at the showdown before it has been placed face up on the table.

Telling anyone to turn a hand face up at the showdown.

Revealing the contents of a live hand in a multi handed pot before the betting is complete. Revealing the contents of

a folded hand before the betting is complete. Do not divulge the contents of a hand during a deal even to someone

not in the pot, so you do not leave any possibility of the information being transmitted to an active player.

e  Needlessly stalling the action of a game.

e  Deliberately discarding hands away from the muck. Cards should be released in a low line of flight, at a moderate
rate of speed (not at the dealer's hands or chip-rack).

e  Stacking chips in a manner that interferes with dealing or viewing cards.

e  Making statements or taking action that could unfairly influence the course of play, whether or not the offender is
involved in the pot.

The interpretation of these rules, questions regarding eligibility to participate and any disputed issues not expressly covered by these rules will be resolved
by the gaming facilities of the Saracen Development LLC. Management reserves the right to change, modify, suspend, or cancel this promotion at any time,
for any reason without notice. By entering this promotion, each participant irrevocably agrees and acknowledges to be bound by the Official Rules;
irrevocably waives all of his or her rights to bring any claim, action or proceeding against the gaming facilities of the Saracen Development LLC of the
